4. Municipal Order 02-2025: Nomination of Ken Henke to the Crittenden AMB District Board – Purcell
a. Mayor Purcell: Mr. Henke came to me as a suggestion by Chief Burton and former Mayor Livingood.
b. The nomination was signed and approved by City Council.
5. Ordinance No. 347-2025: Parking Schedules – 1st Reading – Purcell
a. First reading was conducted by Mayor Purcell.
b. 2nd Reading would be done at the next meeting.
6. 208 N Main Street Property – Purcell
a. Mayor Purcell: Introduced Derrick Plunkett from Keller Williams.
b. Derrick Plunkett:
i. Introduced himself and gave his background to the City Council.  I am a commercial real estate developer / broker.  Recent work – Union, Kentucky Promenade.
ii. Over the past couple of years, I have received a couple positive inquiries on the corner of Violet Road & US25 to include the 208 N Main property.
iii. One of the constraints is the lack of national marketing.
iv. If you sign with me and give me approval, I will list the 208 N Main property on a national spectrum.
c. Newman – what can be done with the lack of sewer capacity?
i. Plunkett: I will continue to work with all groups involved.
d. Purcell: What would you need from City Council?
i. Plunkett: If you will allow me to list the property, I can show city council the potential market and developers.
ii. Purcell: Do you require a listing contract?
1. Plunkett: Yes, I will send the document to you through email.
e. Plunkett: With sewer capacity constraints, a retail development may be the best choice for Crittenden.
7. Halloween Trick or Treat Date/Timing:
a. October 31st, 2025 - 6pm – 8pm
b. Date and timing were agreed upon by City Council.
8. DR Mowers – received just one 1 bid.
a. Mr. Daniel Martin submitted the 1 bid.
b. City Council is ok if an employee buys the mower. 
9. City Resident Question:
a. Trash services: For a long time, we purchased trash service through Grant County Sanitary Sewer / Bullock Pen Water District.
i. Republic Trash costs are going up from $56 to $74 between 2 quarters.
b. Mayor Purcell:
i. Bullock Pen Water District / GC Sanitary Sewer stopped the billing service.
ii. 109 Board: Sets the contract with the best service through the bidding process.
10. Nature Park Vandalism:
a. Mayor Purcell: 
i. I believe everyone understands that vandalism has already started.
ii. I believe we need an additional part-time Code Enforcement agent.
iii. I would like to suggest to City Council to look at hiring a part-time / seasonal employee.
b. Saylor: Are there hours listed at the park?
i. Purcell – No, not at this time.
c. Saylor – A personal presence would be good.
d. Morris – Can we hold the parents accountable?
i. Purcell: We need to be cautious from a legal standpoint.
e. Newman: Having a person involved would be a good deterrent.  Great start.
f. Next Step per Mayor Purcell: We need to update the ordinance for the employee handbook.
